AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWHNSHIP OF BARRETT, MONROE COUNTY,
PENNSYLVANIA, VACATING A PORTION OF A PUBLIC ROAD KNOWN AS
TOWNSHIP ROAD NO. T-577, AND LAYING OUT, OPENING AND
ORDAINING A PORTION OF SAID ROAD, LOCATED WHOLLY WITHIN THE
TOWNSHIF OF BARRETT, COUNTY OF MONROE AND COMMONWEALTH OF
PENNSYLVANIA.

WHEREAS, in the judgm=nt of the Board of Supervisors of
Barrett Township, it is necessary and desirable to vacate a
certain section of a public road known as Township Road No.
T-577, lying wholly within the Township of Barrett, in the
County of Monroe and Commonwealth of Pennsylvania; and

WHEREAS, in the judgment of the Board of Supervisors of
Barrett Township, it is necessary and desirable to lay out,
open and ordain a portion of said Township Road No. T-577,
lying wholly within the Township of Barrett, in the County
of Monroe and Cammanweaith of Pennsylvania; and

WHEREAS, all of the property owners affected by the
said proposed vacation have waived the required ten (10)
days’ written notice of the time and place of hearing on
said vacation, a true and correct copy of said Waiver being
attached hereto and made a part hereof; and

WHEREAS, all of the property owners affected by the
said proposed vacation have executed and delivered to the

Board of Supervisors of Barrett Township a Release of



Damages pertaining to the said proposed vacation, a true and
correct copy of said Release being attached hereto and made
a part herecof; and

WHEREAS, all of the property owners through whose lands
the said proposed road is to be laid out, opened and
ordained, or who abut thereon, have petitioned the
Supervisors of the Township of Barrett to lay out, open and
ordain, by Ordinance, a portion of a certain public road
located entirely within the said Township, as hereinafter
described: and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED AND ENACTED by the Board
of Supervisors of Barrett Township, Monroe County,
Pennsylvania, and it is hereby ordained and enacted by the
Authority of the same:

SECTION 1: There is hereby vacated and abandoned that
part of the public road, hereinafter described, known as
Township Road No. T-577, situate within Barrett Township,
Monroe County, Pennsylvania, as follows, to wit:

BEGINNING at a point at the end of the present Township
Road leading from Mountainhome to Monomonock Inn, from which
point a locust tree bears North 89 degrees 11 minutes East,
distant 28.4 feet and a black oak tree bears HNorth 26
degrees twenty-four minutes West, distant 46.6 feet; thence
along lands of Charles D. Geissinger, et al., the following
courses and distances: North 24 degrees 0 minutes East
214.5 feet to a point; North 5 degrees 10 minutes East 55.2
feet to a point; South 84 degrees 50 minutes West 55.2 feet
to a point; South 66 degrees 0 minutes West 98.7 feet to a
point: South 47 degrees 12 minutes West 47.2 feet to a
point; South 41 degrees 43 minutes West 47.2 feet to a
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point; South 22 degrees 55 minutes West 64.9 feet to a
point; South 13 degrees 15 minutes East 178.4 feet to a
point; South 57 degrees 28 minutes East 119.8 feet to the
place of BEGINNING. Said road is to be laid out 16.5 feet
on each side of the above described center-line as surveyed
June 1546 by H. E. Frankenfield, C.E.

SECTION 2: There is hereby laid out, opened and
ordained within the Township of Barrett, County of Monroe,
and Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, all that certain road
situate in the Township of Barrett, County of Monroe and
State of Pennsylvania, the center-line being described as
follows, to wit:

BEGINNING at a point on the center-line of a proposed
road, Station 0+00, said point being the northerly terminus
of the center-line of Township Road, T-577; thence along the
center-line of the proposed road, the following five (5)
courses and distances: (1) North 22 degrees 6 minutes 30
seconds East 154.17 feet to an angle point at Station
1+54.17; (2) North 24 degrees 47 minutes 23 seconds East
96.88 feet to a point of curvature at Station 2+51.05; (3)
on a curve to the left having a radius of 16.5 feet an arc
length of 25.05 feet to a point of tangency at Station
2+76.10; (4) North 62 degrees 11 minutes 31 seconds West
110.83 feet to a point of curvature at Station 3+86.93; (5)
on a curve to the right having a radius of 213.50 feet an
arc length of 105.93 feet to a point at Station 4+92.86 from
which the center of a turn-a-round having a radius of 50.00
?eat bears North 56 degrees 14 minutes 8 seconds East 33.50

eet.

This portion of Monomonock Road being 33 feet in width
terminating with a turn-a-round having a radius of 50 feet
and having a center-line length of 492.86 feet.

SECTION 3: The Secretary of the Board of Supervisors
of Barrett Township is hereby authorized and directed to
file a certified copy of this Ordinance and a draft of the

said roads, showing the location thereof, in the Office of
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the Prothonotary of the Court of Common Pleas of the Forty-
Third Judicial District of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania,
Monroe County Branch.

SECTION 4: All Ordinances or parts of Ordinances
inconsistent herewith are hereby repealed.
