ORDINANCE NO. ’ 2"'

AN ORDINANCE OF THE TOWNSHIP OF BARRETT, MONROE COUNTY, PENNSYLVANTA,
FURTHER AMENDING THE SUBDIVISION ORDIMANCE OF THE TOWNSHIF OF BARRETT, AS
HERETOFORE AMENDED; TO ESTABLISH STANDARDS AND REQUIREMENTS FOR APPROVAL
| OF PLANS FOR CONSTRUCTION OF OR ADDITION TO MOBILEHOME PARKS; TO ESTABLISH
MINIMUM REQUIREMENTS FOR ROADWAYS, PARKING SPACES, DRATNAGE, MINIMUM LOT
WIDTH, AND SPACING FOR MOBILEHOME PARKS; TO ESTABLISH STANDARDS FOR SAFE
SUPFLY OF WATER, FLUMBING, SEWER FACILITIES, AND REFUSE DISPOSAL FOR

MOBILEHOME PARKS; TO ESTABLISH STANDARDS AND REQUIREMENTS FOR APPROVAL OF
| CAMPGROUND DEVELOPMENTS; TO ESTABLISH DESIGN STANDARDS FOR MINIMUM AREAS
FOR CAMPING SITES, GROSS DENSITY, SCREENING, UTILITY SERVICE, WATER AND
SEWAGE FACILITIES, BATH HOUSE AND LAVATORY FACILITIES, PARKING FOR
RECREATIONAL VEHICLES, MINIMUM STREET REQUIREMENTS, AND OTHER STANDARDS
FOR CAMPGROUNDS.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED AND ENACTED by the Board of Supervisors
of Barrett Township, Monroe County, Pennsylvania, and it is hereby ordained
and enacted by the authority of the same:

SECTION 1: The following enumerated subparagraphs of Section 501 of

the Subdivision Ordinance of the Township of Barrett are hereby adopted and

amended to provide as follows:

(b) (12) Location and construction of refuse and garbage storage
areas and a statement as to disposal methods.

(b)Y (23) Delineation of any defined 100 year flood plain area.

{(d}) Mo mobilehome site shall be located withinm fifty (50) feet
of any swamps, marshes, or streams, nor shall any mobilehome park be
adjacent to any swamps, marshes, breeding places for insects and rodents,
or industrial zones with objectionable odors or noise.

(e) Good natural drainage shall be required for all proposed
sites; drainage shall not be such as would endanger the water supply.
The area of a mobilehome park shall be properly graded so as to prevent
the accumulation of storm water and to encourage drainage away from road-
ways. Ditching, when done, shall not create an accident hazard.

(f) All roadways in the park shall be continucus, at least
thirty (30) feet wide, and shall be easily accessible to a public street
or highway. HNo parking shall be allowed along such roadways. Access to
all spaces shall be from roadways and not from public streets or highways.
All roadways shall be paved to a width of at least twenty (20} feet.



(g) Adjoining each mobilehome space shall be no less than two (2)
parking spaces. Each such parking space shall have a minimum width of ten
(10) feet and a minimum length of twenty (20) feet. Every mobilehome space
shall be served by two (2) such parking spaces.

(i) Spaces shall be at least fifty (50) feet wide and comprise an
area of not less than seven thousand five hundred (7,500) square feet.
There shall not be less than twenty-five (25) feet between mobilehomes,
buildings, or structures and not less than twenty (20) feet between a
mobilehome and a roadway or not less than one hundred (100) feet between
a mobilehome and a public street, highway or exterior property line.

{(m) A buffer strip of one hundred (100) feet shall be required
for the separation of this land use from all other property and existing
public roads or highways.

(n) With the exception of access roadways, there shall be no
construction of any kind, outdoor storage, or parking of vehicles permitted
in any buffer strip.

{o) Buffer strips shall be required to be planted with evergreens
2o as to form an effective screen. Existing plant material may be considered
as part of the required screening in the buffer zome. Such new or existing
planting shall not be less than five (5) feet in height above the ground
when planted.

(p) Additional planting as indicated herein shall be required,
where necessary, and in sufficient widths as necessary, to effectively
screen from view all units, vehicles, construction and land use within the
area from any point or structure existing outside thereof.

(q) All subdivisions or developments for this land use shall have
a total land area of not less than twenty (20) acres.

(r) No permanent structures or buildings or sewage collection
or disposal systems shall be located within any defined 100 year flood
plain area.

SECTION 2: Section 504(b) of the Subdivision Ordinance of the Township

of Barrett is hereby adopted to provide as follows:

{b) All refuse collected and temporarily stored within the
mobilehome park shall be placed in a rodentproof enclosure. Such enclosure
shall be screened from public view.

SECTION 3: Section 506 of the Subdivision Ordinance of the Township

of Barrett is hereby amended to provide as follows:



SECTION 506. Utilities. An electrical outlet supplying at least
110 volts shall be supplied te each space. All electric lines, telephone
wires, cable television wires, and any other wiring shall be installed
underground in an approved manner. No electrical line which would endanger
life or limb shall be permitted to lie on the ground. Mobilehomes shall
be grounded in accordance with Underwriter Laboratories Standards. Capacity
of service to each space shall be a minimum of 100 amps.

SECTION &4: Section 507 of the Subdiwvisien Ordinance of the Township
of Barrett is hereby amended to provide as follows:
SECTION 507. Food Service. Whenever a food service establishment

is conducted as part of a mobilehome park, the establishment shall meet the
minimum requirements of the Department or other appropriate agency.

SECTION 5: Section 600(b) of the Subdivision Ordinance of the Township
of Barrett is hereby amended to provide as follows:

{b) The design and development standards and requirements of this
Article apply to campgrounds developed and designed under single ownership
where spaces are leased or rented for a period of not more than six (6)
months. Campgrounds developed for sale or lease of spaces for a period of
more than six (6) months shall meet all standards and requirements for a
single family structure residential subdivision as set forth in the Barrett
Township Subdivision Ordinance. Camp sites are permitted in approved
campgrounds only.

SECTION 6: Section 601(d) of the Subdivision Ordinance of the Township
of Barrett is hereby amended to provide as follows:

(d) MNo permanent structures or buildings or sewage collection or
disposal systems shall be located within any defined 100 year flood plain
area.

SECTION 7: The following enumerated subparagraphs of Section 603 of
the Subdivision Ordinance of the Township of Barrett are hereby adopted and
amended to provide as follows:

(a) Each camping site shall have a minimum area of thirty-five
hundred (3,500) square feet exclusive of street rights-of-way and walkways.

Each camping site shall also have a minimum width of fifty (50) feet.

(b) The maximum gross density of development in the area improved
for camp sites shall not exceed six (6) sites per acre.

(d) A buffer strip of one hundred (100) feet shall be required
for the separation of this land use from all other property and existing
public roads or highways.



(f) All camp sites designed and improved for recreational wehicles
shall be provided with a connection to a centralized sewage system and a
centralized water system.

(o) Buffer strips shall be required to be planted with evergreens
g0 as to form an effective screen. Existing plant material may be considered
as part of the required screening in the buffer zone. S5uch new or existing
planting shall not be less than five (5) feet in height above the ground
when planted.

(p) With the exception of access roadways, there shall be no
construction of any kind, outdoor storage, or parking of vehicles permitted
in any buffer strip.

(q) Additiomal planting as indicated herein shall be required,
where necessary, and in sufficient widths as necessary, to effectively
screen from view all units, vehicles, construction and land use within the
area from any point or structure existing on lands adjacent thereto.

(r) Good natural drainage shall be required for all proposed
sites; drainage shall not be such as would endanger the water supply. The
area of the campground shall be properly graded so as to prevent the
accumulation of any storm water and to encourage drainage away from roadways.
Ditching, when required, shall not be constructed so as toc create an accident
hazard.

SECTION 8: Section 604 of the Subdivision Ordinance of the Township of
Barrett is hereby added tc provide as follows:

SECTION 604. Refuse Disposal.

(a) The campground licensee shall be responsible for the storage,
collection and disposal of refuse in such a manmer as to aveid the creation
of a health hazard, and shall keep the campground area free of litter,
rubbish and inflammable material at all times.

(b) All refuse collected and temporarily stored within the camp-
ground shall be placed in a rodentproof enclosure. Such enclosure shall
be screened from public wview.
SECTION 9: Section B40 of the Subdivision Ordinance of the Township

of Barrett is hereby amended to provide as follows:

SECTION 840. Validity.

If any section, subsection, sentence, clause, or phrase of this
Ordinance is for any reason held by a court of competent jurisdictiomn to
be invalid, such a decision shall not affect the validity of the remaining
portions of this Ordinance. The Board of Supervisors hereby declares that
it would have passed this Ordinance and each section or part thereof
irrespective of the fact that any one or more sections or parts thereof be
declared invalid.
